


Important Safeguards

When using electrical appliance basic safety precautions should always be
followed including the following:

<'Read all instructions.

*Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handles or knobs.

*To protect against electrical shock, do not immerse cord, plug or base unit in
water or other liquid.

*Do not operate empty

*Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near children.
*Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to cool before
putting on or taking off parts.

*Do not operate appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the appliance
malfunctions or has been damaged in any manner. Return appliance to an
authorized service facility for examination, repair or adjustment.

*The use of accessory attachments not recommended by this appliance
manufacturer may cause injuries.

*Do not use outdoors.

*Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter, or touch hot surfaces. *Do not
place on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a heated oven.

*Extreme caution must be used when moving an appliance containing hot food,
water or other hot liquids.

*Always attach plug to the appliance first, then plug cord into the wall outlet. To
disconnect, turn any control to "off’, then remove plug from wall outlet.

*Do not use appliance for other than intended use.
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Important: For warranty verification, please do not
remove line cord sticker. "Read all instructions.
*Wash inner pot and lid in warm soapy water.
Rinse and dry thoroughly.

*Never immerse outer pot in water.

*Always place inner pot inside outer base before
plugging in the soup kettle.

*When plugging in the kettle, always be sure base
pot contains water.

*Save these instructions and refer to them often.

NOTE: Always wipe down the outer surface of the
inner pot before placing it inside the kettle. Any
moisture remaining on inner pot surface may
cause a crackling noise while the unit is heating
up. Except for actual cooking area, keep all
surfaces dry to prevent damage to the inner
working of the appliance while it is in operation.
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A short power-supply cord is provided to reduce
the hazards resulting from entanglement or
tripping over a longer cord. An extension cord
may be used with care; however, its marked
electrical rating should be at least as great as
the electrical rating of this appliance. The
extension cord should not drape over the
counter or tabletop, where it can be pulled on by
children or tripped over.

CAUTION-To ensure continued protection
against risk of electric shock, connect to
properly grounded outlets only.

If the power cord is damaged, it must be
replaced by the manufacturer or its service
agent or a similarly qualified person in order to
avoid a hazard.
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*Pour 2.5 cups of water into base of soup kettle (there
is @ maximum water line)

*Place soup pot into metal ring provided

*Slowly lower pot into base using ring to secure
*Soup Kettle should be placed on a stable, horizontal
surface.

*Temperature should be set between 1 and 8. ltis
recommended that the temperature be set at the
lowest acceptable temperature to keep food at a
constant temperature.

Lid must be in place when not in use.

*Turn dial to zero and unplug the unit when not in use.
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Cleaning Instructions

UNPLUG CORD FROM OUTLET BEFORE WASHING
ALLOW SOUP KETTLE TO COOL
NEVER IMMERSE OUTER POT IN WATER
For the body (outer base): use damp clothes or sponge to wipe clean
For the inner pot: use warm or hot water and wash with dish-washer- liquid.

NOTE: The dish-washer- liquid shall comply with the Code of Federal Regulations
21 CFR, part 178.1010.

Points to remember
Do not operate the soup kettle without water.
Avoid reaching over the unit when it is operating.
Use clean water to fill water reservoir before each use. Never move or
carry soup kettle when it is hot and/or plugged in.
Do not use any parts in microwave or on any cooking/heated surface.
Unplug after cooking.
Allow the unit to cool before cleaning.
